How do we teach our children generosity? We can also ask how do we teach our children Ubuntu. Hoe 

leer ons ons kinders om vrygewig te wees? Ons kan ook vra hoe ons ons kinders Ubuntu leer.  

I do think that no-one can deny that we live in an extremely unequal society pertaining the financial 
well-being of our community. Many of us are very fortunate and can feed our children daily and, very 
often, three meals a day. Let us be honest, many of our children at school are not as privileged and do 
not know where their next meal will come from. Ek dink niemand kan ontken dat ons in 'n uiters ongelyke 

Heelwat van ons is baie gelukkig 
en kan ons kinders daagliks voed, en dikwels drie maaltye per dag. Kom ons wees eerlik, baie van ons 
kinders by die skool is nie so bevoorreg nie en weet nie waar hulle volgende ete vandaan gaan kom nie. 

Thanks to the plea by one of our Grade 10 learners who saw the need of her fellow learners, we have 
started a project to give learners who are in need at least a sandwich every day. We also give other 
learners who have their own food the opportunity to ‘trade’ their sandwich for one supplied by the 
school if they so prefer.
